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Session Highlights, March 2010  
 

1. There was no session meeting in February due to the weather causing so many 
 cancellations.  This report is for February and March. 

2. During February, there was an email vote on a motion submitted by  
 Elder Gangloff that proposed the Stewardship process for the year.  This was ap
 proved and recorded in the March minutes. 

3. Approved a concept and mounting of a cross on a brick pedestal at the location 
of  the existing sign on the church property at the corner of Angus Rd. and  
 N. Berkshire Rd. Appropriate landscaping will be involved.  This project was 
 planned by  the Aesthetics Committee, a subcommittee of Facilities.  Many 
thanks  to the people involved. 

4. Wendell Bonham and Lindsay Goodrich presented a Tumaini Fundraiser pro-
posal  to take place on May 16, 3:30 to 5:30 that the session approved. 

5. Approved contributing $1500 from the Outreach budget to the Jamie Evans 
 family fund in honor of Pastor Tom Goodrich.  Tom was not expecting this but 
 was overwhelmingly thankful and deeply appreciated the fact that Meadows 
session  chose to do this. 

6. Received a report on the Feb 20 Presbytery of the James (POJ) meeting at-
tended  by Edwin Wade and Marlyn Hochstetler.  The Presbytery voted unani-
mously in  favor of eliminating Synods from the governing structure. 

7. Approved beginning summer worship schedule on the first Sunday in June with 
a  single service at 10:00AM to be followed by the church picnic. 

8. Approved holding 3 services on Easter (first Sunday in April): Sunrise, 8:45 and 
 11:10 AM as per usual practice. 
9. Approved Kendall Pearson to administer communion at the upcoming Womenôs 

 retreat. 
10. Approved a new opportunities gift of $500 to the Special Hope Network to 

 help with Developmentally Disabled children training in Africa. 
11. Approved changes in the OLLI contract that included raising fees, leasing for 

 two years, limiting the classrooms to four, and receiving a new projection system 
 for the Fellowship Hall. 

12. Approving adding at least one more team member by July 1to the money 
 counting teams to reduce the time involved and meet suggested POJ guide-
lines.
