The CROP WALK Committee is pleased
to announce that a total of $35,754 was raised
by last fall's Charlottesville Albemarle CROP
WALK. Both the Community, Meals on
Wheels and the Emergency Food Bank have re-
ceived checks for $4,466.72 to support their
very important work in our community.

The balance of the funds raised is being
used to combat hunger and to provide disaster
relief through the projects of Church World
Service (CWS) and other designated organiza-
tions. These funds are important because we
help provide relief of hunger and suffering as-
sociated with wars, famines and floods in the
United States and around the world. For in-
stance, families continue to flee Sri Lanka’s war
zone and the fighting between the Tamil Tigers
and government forces. Fear and hunger
abound from those who are trying to get out
of harm’s way. CWS and its long-time partner
the National Christian Council of Sri Lanka are
helping to meet the emergency needs of some
42,000 displaced people with food and medi-
cal supplies.

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The Bridge Ministry Will Visit on August 16

On Sunday, August 16 the students and administrators from the Bridge
Ministry will visit as our special guests bringing joy in Jesus Christ through their mu-
sic ministry. Please be sure to mark your calendars to hear first hand accounts of
men who have found themselves in the midst of a troubled life due to choices that
led to addictions and often times jail. We will listen to The Word preached by Wil-
liam Washington, founder and the Executive Director of the “Bridge”.

The Bridge’s mission statement is, “The mission of The Bridge Ministry
Is to transform dysfunctional men by providing a comprehensive residential rehabili-
tation program based on biblical principles and values.” The Bridge boldly states as
their vision, “The Bridge Ministry envisions Christ centered men leading productive
lives, supporting families, contributing to their communities and society.”

The Bridge Ministry was formed about eight years ago as a bridge of re-
covery for men who have been addicted to drugs and/or alcohol, which so often led
them in a path directly to jail or prison. The Bridge is located in Buckingham, Vir-
ginia where approximately 40 men learn how to live a new life, free from their past
addictive behaviors. The men’s days start at 6:00 a.m. with breakfast, room
checks, chores and prayers. Morning chapel service is next which includes a brief
sermon by one of the ministry’s leaders. This is an opportunity for the men to hear
how God has changed the lives of others who were in a similar condition.

After morning chapel, the entire group meets for classes on life applica-
tions, followed by lunch. Lunch is followed by a time of work, whether on the prop-
erty or at another job site. All men gather together after work for their evening
meal and prayer time/counseling session. The day ends with lights out at 10 p.m.
to prepare for the next day. Men usually spend between six and eighteen months
at the Bridge. This time often includes a stay at an intern house, which helps pre-
pare them to step off the bridge and back into society as productive Christian men.

The Bridge operates on Christian principals and procedures where
guidelines are put in place to ensure and maintain high standards and a Christian
atmosphere for those coming from backgrounds of substance abuse and other life-
controlling problems. We have chosen as a church, through the Christian Outreach
committee, to support this worthy mission and hope you'll join us in welcomlnq
them to Meadows!
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
