  On Sunday, August 15 the students and administrators from the 

Bridge Ministry will visit as our special guests bringing joy in Jesus Christ 

through their music ministry.  Please be sure to mark your calendars to hear 

first hand accounts of men who have found themselves in the midst of a 

troubled life due to choices that led to addictions and often times jail.  We 

will listen to The Word preached by William Washington, founder and the 

Executive Director of the ñBridgeò. 

  The Bridgeôs mission statement is, ñThe mission of The Bridge 

Ministry is to transform dysfunctional men by providing a comprehensive 

residential rehabilitation program based on biblical principles and values.ò  

The Bridge boldly states as their vision, ñThe Bridge Ministry envisions Christ 

centered men leading productive lives, supporting families, contributing to 

their communities and society.ò 

  The Bridge Ministry was formed about eight years ago as a 

bridge of recovery for men who have been addicted to drugs and/or alcohol, 

which so often led them in a path directly to jail or prison.  The Bridge is lo-

cated in Buckingham, Virginia where approximately 40 men learn how to live 

a new life, free from their past addictive behaviors.  The menôs days start at 

6:00 a.m. with breakfast, room checks, chores and prayers.  Morning chapel 

service is next which includes a brief sermon by one of the ministryôs lead-

ers.  This is an opportunity for the men to hear how God has changed the 

lives of others who were in a similar condition.      

 After morning chapel, the entire group meets for classes on life appli-

cations, followed by lunch.  Lunch is followed by a time of work, whether on 

the property or at another job site.  All men gather together after work for 

their evening meal and prayer time/counseling session.  The day ends with

 Bible study group. 

9.  Receipts continue to be on track or above expenditures.  Thanks be to God for the 

many gifts received to date.  An anonymous donor(s) has funded the new cross that 

will adorn the front of the church soon. 

10.  A budget schedule has been adopted with committee requests to be done by the  

 September session meeting.

 At our September meeting, we will have a brief introduction to The Revelation and then we will have a video 

entitled "St. John in Exile" that will give us a view of the circumstances under which the book was writ-

ten.  This is humorous as well as informational and inspirational.  

 

After that, I have divided the book into nine segments that will cover the entire book.  We will be using the 

Bible and the Presbyterian Women's workbook as a supplement.  I will use the Life Application Study Bible as 

well as William Barclay's commentary.  The Bible will be our main source of information, however. 

  

I'm not sure it would be a good idea to read the entire book of Revelation in advance because it may discour-

age the reader, thinking she may never understand what the book is saying.  However, it may be helpful to read 

the first three chapters that talk about the seven churches. 

 We welcome everyone who would be interested in our study plan to become one of us.  Also, if anyone would 

like to see the video of St. John, they are  invited to come on that first meeting day even though the author of 

the Women's workbook does not believe the Apostle John wrote The Revelation. 

 

Womenõs Corner 
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 Faith, Anne Hobson  
 The book of Revelation is shrouded in prophecy and strange symbolism--so different from the rest of the Bi-

ble.  I believe many of us may be reluctant to study and discuss the book together.  The cities addressed are 

Roman with the state religion essentially Green mythology, only the names have been changed:  Zeus is Jupi-

ter, Aphrodite is Venus, to name two.  There are also mythical beasts, part human, part animal;  this fantastic 

allegorical style was common to the listeners.  The letters foretell dire events in the final struggles to overcome 

the power of sin and evil; the Church emerges triumphant, and Jesus returns with the New Jerusalem.  A sneak 

preview, in present day terms, after sixty years of waiting.    

  

With these few thoughts, I hope Faith group will read the Biblical  book first and monitor their impressions 

before starting the study material.  I was amazed that many of the verses are very familiar, since they are the 

text of many great hymns and especially Handel's Messiah.
