        The Rev. Charles N. Pickell has joined Tim McConnell as a Parish Associate on the staff of 
Meadows Presbyterian Church.  In this role he will engage in teaching, preaching, sharing in worship 
and assisting in pastoral visitation when needed.  This new relationship was acted on by the session and 
approved by the Committee on Ministry of the Presbytery of the James at its December meeting when 
Rev. McConnell’s status as Parish Associate was renewed.  

        A native of Haddonfield, NJ, Charles is a graduate of Juniata College and Pittsburgh Theological 
Seminary, and has done graduate work at Harvard University and Andover Newton Theological School.  
He has served churches in Atlantic City, NJ, Monongahela, PA, Newton, MA, Hyattsville, MD, and Vi-
enna and Ashburn, VA.  After retirement in 1994 he served four years as Parish Associate at the Lees-
burg, VA Presbyterian Church and seven years at the First Presbyterian Church of Charlottesville.  He 
has been Moderator of Boston and National Capital Presbyteries and of the Synod of New England and 
was Chair of the Council of the Synod of the Virginias.  He presently serves on the Committee on 
Ministry of the Presbytery of the James.

        Dr. Pickell has written five books and numerous articles for religious publications.  He has 
served on the Boards of Trustees of Westminster College in Pennsylvania, Gordon College and Gordon 
Divinity School in Massachusetts and was an incorporator of Gordon Conwell Theological Seminary in 
Massachusetts.  He was also an adjunct professor at Gordon Divinity School when living in Massachu-
setts.

Among Charles’ interests are American History—especially of the Civil War era, musical thea-
tre, football, baseball and the Fire and Rescue Services.  He was a volunteer firefighter in Northern Vir-
ginia, and served three years as President of the Vienna Volunteer Fire Department and ten years as 
Secretary of the Board of Directors of the Ashburn Volunteer Fire and Rescue Department.  He was 
also Chief Chaplain of the Loudoun County Fire and Rescue Department at the time he moved to 
Charlottesville. 

Charles’ wife Sally, who joined our church in the fall,  is involved in several volunteer activities 
in Charlottesville including her granddaughter’s pre-school, Recording for the Blind & Dyslexic and 
Habitat for Humanity.  The Pickells live in a house they had built at 1077 Olympia Drive in the Fontana 
subdivision when they moved to Charlottesville in 2000.  They have six children and ten grandchil-
dren.
