Therefore, any departure from the standards for or-
dination contained in G-60106b of the Book of Order will bar a candidate from ordination
and/or installation by this governing body. The Session of Meadows further believes that the
constitution of the Presbyterian Church USA as represented in the Book of Order supersedes
an authoritative interpretation made by any PCUSA governing body which is in conflict with
the explicit standards defined in the Book of Order.”

8. Approved the 2009 budget of $475,500. This reflects a 6% reduction from the 2008
budget and is appropriate for current economic conditions.

9. Approved a Congregational Meeting for January 25 to provide the annual report and
change the call of the minister.

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New Stephen Minister Training Class Set to Begin

Caring ministry at Meadows Church will be expanding soon, as five members
are set to begin Stephen Minster training in January. At the completion of their
training in April, the five will be commissioned as Stephen Ministers. They will then
begin providing one-to-one care to individuals experiencing difficulties in life.

Stephen Ministry training combines sound theological principles with con-
temporary psychology. The training is top-notch. The skills our Stephen Ministers
learn and practice prepare them to provide a very high level of Christian care giving.

The training is intense because it explores some serious life issues, but it is also a
growth-producing and enjoyable experience.

The 50 hours of Stephen Ministry training is broken down into twenty 2 % hour sessions that will
be held at 5 p.m. on Sundays beginning January 11, 2009. The class will be taught by Rev. Goodrich ar
Stephen Hitchcock—after he completes his own weeklong Stephen Leader training by the middle of Janu-
ary. Among the training topics are:

- Feelings: Yours, Mine, and Ours

The Art of Listening

Distinctively Christian Caring

Assertiveness: Relating Gently and Firmly

Maintaining Boundaries in Care giving

Confidentiality

Ministering to Those Experiencing Grief

Caring for People before, during, and after Hospitalization

Most of the Stephen Ministers at Meadows have said that before becoming Stephen Ministers,
they expected to learn a lot about care giving, but they didn’t anticipate the personal and spiritual growth
they would experience themselves. Looking back, they’ve enjoyed the close Christian community formed
with everyone in the training class. Our five trainees are in for a really neat experience! Members of this
new training class are: Doug Zanzot, Diana Zanzot, Jana Powers, Nina Johnston, and Billie Carpenter.

More than 500,000 people have gone through Stephen Minister training in over 10,000 congrega-
tions from more than 150 Christian denominations. The program began in 1975 and now operates in all 50
states plus in 25 other countries.

We're definitely part of something big. The impact of Stephen Ministry on our congregation has
been tremendous. People whose needs might otherwise slip through the cracks are coming face to face
with Jesus’ love through their Stephen Minister. Our new class will help touch that many more lives with
the Gospel.
