In April, the Birthday Tea gave us the opportunity to wear 
once more those wide-brimmed hats of yesteryear and to learn more about the missions that we 
support.  We completed our year with a June visit to Montpelier, the newly-restored home of 
James and Dolley Madison.

Now we are taking a break and looking forward to September, when we will begin again with a dinner 
and game night, and our four circles will begin their nine-month Bible study.
