(The following is a summation of a
newsletter received)
% The Riamukurwe parish had ap-

pointed a Board of Management
with their main task to oversee the
projects at Tumaini, Huruma, Sugar-
baker Memorial Clinic and the pro-
posed Vocational Training Centre.

% The computer training program at

Tumaini continues to grow and is
now a part of the vocational training
program at Nyeri. The program is
preparing students to obtain jobs
and reports that many of them have
been successful. The students are
working on improving the Tumaini
ministry’s website.

% All children at Tumaini and Huruma

have been tested for HIV/AIDS.
Those that tested positive are receiv-
iIng special nutritional protocol but
none are requiring HIV drugs. The
admission process will require rou-
tine testing.

¥ The Sugarbaker Memorial Clinic for

Children and Families is th& ¢om-
munity based clinic of its type. Plans
are to open the clinic in January

Cruiser, fully equipped for emer-
gency transport to Tumutumu Hospi-
tal.

% Through continued support there are
increased numbers of children in
higher levels of education of univer-
sities and colleges and private tech-
nical schools as well. This education
is viewed as key if children are to
move to a higher level of independ-
ence. These efforts are costing the
Nyeri ministry approximately
$40,000 per year.

¥ The vocational training school pres-
ently under construction will be a
positive addition for the children at
Tumaini and the community.

¥ The Nyeri Street Children’s Minis-
tries has realized many accomplish-
ments but continues to face chal-
lenges as well. The financial chal-
lenges continue to impact the minis-
try especially in light of the world fi-
nancial market. Foods costs have
skyrocketed due to increased de-
mand, poor crop yield and limited
rainfall.

we can work on the incomplete projects like the vocational training center and the home for the
aged. We also have somebody training the Form Four graduates on entrepreneurship.

Dear Meadows Presbyterian Church: Since the start of our new fiscal year the EFB provided
an emergency supply of food to an average of 328 households per month along with provid-
ing food to local non-profit agencies upon request. Orders for 3 day emergency supply of
food are at an all time high reaching our daily maximum deliveries several times per week.
Every day we are contacted by at least one person who is requesting

our help for the first time. Therefore, we thank you for offering your financial support of

our work. Your contribution, along with the efforts of our 100 volunteers, enables us to
make food assistance available each weekday for Charlottesville and Albemarle County resi-
dents in need.
