We have power 24 
hours except for the usual emergency cuts. We are very thankful to the Lord for this provision and many 
thanks for your prayers. 
            While we celebrate this, we also lament the destruction that the rains have caused. We have experi-
enced floods up country. Bridges have collapsed so some places have become inaccessible. Lives have 
been lost, farms and crops destroyed, houses destroyed and many more. 
This evening, I was watching the national news and some school children were complaining about their inabil-
ity to go to school because the rains have swept their belongings away and it touched my heart.  A friend has 
for the past three years assisted such children with school uniforms, especially the girl child. We have about 
300 uniforms ready to be collected for distribution if only we can pay for them right away. A good uniform 
such as what we supply costs $11-12 a piece. We can get some for less, but the quality is not very good. So 
please pray that we will be able to pick them up and send them to these girls out there who need them. I am 
planning a trip up north in the next three weeks.	
            Please pray for our loved ones who have lost almost all that they have and have to start life all again. 
The government is helping, but more aid is still needed. All four students in the house are writing their long 
essays and Thesis. We all seem to be very busy with little or no time for recreation. Please pray that we will 
all do a good job and present something good.
