rian Church and attended by Pastor Goodrich and Claire Zilmer.  Direction seems 
clearer and supervision reports will be made to quarterly until Blue Ridge is able 
to stand on its own.    Plans for a bigger building have been replaced by scheduling 
more services and using trailers for classrooms. Meadows will participate during 
2008 and 2009 to help ensure financial support of Blue Ridge.  It is clear that 
Meadows needs to assist our Sister church. 

8.  Approved a $1500 gift to Blue Ridge Presbyterian Church to be sent this month. 
9.  Approved Kendall Pearson’s ordination on December 16 in a 4:00P.M. worship

               Caring Ministry Workshop

A Stephen Ministry Caring Ministry Workshop will be held in Charlottesville on Saturday, Novem-
ber 3, from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at First Presbyterian Church in Charlottesville. In Stephen Min-
istry, trained and supervised lay persons, called Stephen Ministers, provide one-to-one Christian 
care to individuals facing life challenges or difficulties. A Caring Ministry Workshop provides an 
opportunity for you and others from your congregation to sample Stephen Minister training, learn 
how the Stephen Series works, and find out how you can bring Stephen Ministry to your congre-
gation. 

Representatives from your congregation will leave the workshop with caring ministry skills they 
can put to use immediately as well as a vision for bringing the life-transforming benefits of 
Stephen Ministry to your congregation. The Stephen Series is a proven ministry system that has 
worked in more than 9,500 congregations. You'll leave the workshop knowing how the Stephen 
Series will make ministry happen in your congregation. The workshop is geared toward pastors, 
congregation leaders, and caregivers.  

Pastor Tim Read of First Presbyterian is acting as the host coordinator for the event. He says 
“Having a local conference is an excellent opportunity to raise awareness of Stephen Ministry and 
to recruit new congregations and Stephen Ministers.” Churches in the Charlottesville Stephen 
Leader Networking Group will be assisting in the event. Stephen Ministry churches in the Char-
lottesville area include Aldersgate United Methodist Church, First United Methodist Church, 
Meadows Presbyterian Church, Saint Mark Lutheran Church, Trinity Presbyterian Church and 
First Presbyterian Church. Among all of these churches there are over 50 Stephen Ministers. 
Stephen Leaders oversee and direct Stephen Ministry in the congregation. They recruit, select, 
train, organize, and supervise our Stephen Ministers, identify people in need of care, and match 
them with a Stephen Minister. There are now 16 Stephen Leaders in the Charlottesville area. 
Three individuals just attended the Leaders Training Course in Pittsburgh this August to earn cer-
tification as a Stephen Leader. 

Registration is $15 per person, or $50 for a church group of four or more. You can register at 
www.stephenministries.org/stephenministry/attend_a_workshop_schedule.cfm, and click on 
“register for this workshop” for the Virginia session in Charlottesville on November 3, or call 
Stephen Ministries at (314) 428-2600.

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GOOD COFFEE FOR A GOOD CAUSE 
 

Did you know that each time you buy a bag of coffee or a box of tea from 
the little yellow cart in the Fellowship Hall you are helping small farmers in 
Tanzania, Nicaragua, El Salvador and other countries where the small 
growers struggle just to make ends meet.  Did you also know that the cof-
fee Meadows serves at Coffee Hour and Family Night is also Fair Trade 
Coffee from Equal Exchange? Through Equal Exchange, the small grow-

ers are part of a coop that makes it possible for them to improve their living conditions, send their children 
to school and provide health care for their families. Please take a minute while you are in the Fellowship 
Hall to pick up a brochure explaining the Coffee Project and what it means to those farmers. 
 
Also please note that the coffee on the yellow cart is purchased by Meadows Presbyterian Women as one 
of their mission projects.  This is separate from the coffee you enjoy during Fellowship Hour or at Family 
Night dinners.  We encourage groups to use this coffee, but please remember, if you use the coffee from 
the cart it is $6.50 a bag.  Tea is $5.00 a box.  Make checks payable to Meadows Presbyterian Women and 
drop it in the coffee can provided on the cart.  This not only is used to purchase more coffee for resale, but 
is the only funds Meadows P.W. receives to continue other projects such as “Comfort Bags” for the children 
at the Shelter for Help in Emergency (SHE) and giving “Baby’s first Bible” to newborns in our congregation. 
 
With holidays approaching, we would like to remind you that a bag of coffee and a pretty cup and a Mead-
ows Cookbook makes a lovely Christmas gift for a co-worker, neighbor, care giver, etc.   
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
