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1.  Robin Jones presented the highlighted details of the Infant and Toddler Nursery 
proposal, including eleven recommendations.  Detailed discussion ensued.  Session 
carried a motion to: Approve the recommendations of the proposal, using funds 
identified, and the committee will come to session with needs for hiring personnel 
and more financial resources for improvements.
The proposal includes adults to children ratios, different for infants and toddlers.

Also included in the proposal are proce-
dures for sending home children who are ill, so that healthy attendees do not be-
come exposed.
Some changes in the rooms will be done in the near term including adding a sink 
to facilitate cleaning and washing items as needed.  
This is exemplary work by the CE committee done in a very timely fashion to fill 
an important need for family attendees with small children.
Also submitted was a Policies and Procedures document that will be further edited 
and shaped and then will be presented for approval.

2. Mike Weiglein discussed the 2010 planned International Mission trip to Jamaica 
for the High School youth.  The session approved the youth going on the Jamai-
can International Mission Trip and supported the fund raising which would take 
place within and outside of Meadows.    Each attendee will be expected to raise a 
significant portion of the funds needed for the trip.

3. On the 27th of September, the family night dinner theme will be new member 
recognition.  Plan is to have the Children’s Home of the Highlands speak at the 
January dinner.

4. So far 51 families have had their picture taken.  This is approximately 25% of 
those attending Meadows.  Please sign up and participate so that other members 
of the congregation can know who you are.

5. Approved Young Life training classes to use the facility and Young Life Caper-
naum meeting once per month.

It is vain for you to 
rise up early, To retire late, To eat the bread 
of painful labors; For He gives to His be-
loved even in his sleep. 

         Later in October you will be receiving 
stewardship mailing, there will be a few ser-
mons on the topic and at first Sunday service 
in November you'll hear more about opportu-
nities to join in the kingdom work being done 
at Meadows.

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CROP Hunger Walk
Sunday Afternoon, October 11th

38th Annual Charlottesville/Albemarle

The CROP Hunger Walk is a community-based hunger educa-
tion and fund raising even sponsored by Church World Ser-
vice (CWS). Twenty-vice percent of the funds raised by our 
CROP Walk are used to support the local hunger relief work 

of our Community Meals on Wheels and the Emergency Food Bank.  Church World Ser-
vice uses seventy-five percent of the funds to provide disaster relief and recovery, 
food, medical supplies, refugee resettlement, training and other self-help development 
activities through partner agencies in more than 80 countries.  For example, 160 
children in the slums of Port-au-Price, Haiti, are being empowered by receiving a basic 
education, skills-training (sewing, cooking), and personal care, with support form CWS 
and local partner, The Ecumenical Foundation for Peace and Justice.  The children, 
mostly girls, are at a heightened risk of abuse, including sexual violence, prostitution, 
and substance abuse.  The program works to educate the children and their commu-
nity about these issues.  In addition, the children learn about human rights and 
peaceful ways to resolve conflicts, and receive hot nutritional meals and school sup-
plies. 

         Over 2,000 CROP Hunger Walks that involved 250,00 individual walkers raised 
approximately $15 million last year.  Our local CROP Hunger Walk had 295 walkers who 
raised $35, 754.  Walkers include:  athletes and accountants, babies and beauticians,
cooks and contractors, doctors and directors, engineers and ecologists, homemakers 
and historians, lawyers and landscapers, mechanics and musicians, pastors and poli-
ticians, teenagers and teachers, rabbis and retirees, students and social workers.

         Our CROP Hunger Walk will be held, Sunday, October 11th, at 1:30 p.m. The Walk 
will follow a 10 kilometer loop which begins and ends at First Presbyterian Church on 
Park Street.  People of all ages are invited to walk or pledge money to a walker.

Wycliffe Bible Translators from Ghana

        It is our prayer that the Lord's favor will be abundant for you and  your entire family.  
Just remember that God is God in all  circumstances.  He is God when all is well and He 
is God when all is not well.  Let us therefore not waver, for He is there for us in all  situa-
tions. We have had to battle malaria a couple of times, but we  
have overcome.  The Lord is good.  Praise Him!!!!

         We have been recognized as full consultants with GILLBT.  This means  we can 
now do translation consulting for other teams that need help.   This has taken so long, but 
it has come at God's own time and we are  
grateful.

         We traveled to Tamale where we were commissioned to oversee OT  translation in 
three languages within one geographical area.  While  working on these languages we will 
also be monitoring the situation in  Pasaal to see when they will be ready to begin the OT 
work.  Pray with  us that God will raise up a leader for this work.

           In my own village, I met with leaders to move the OT project  forward.  We want 
the community to mobilize around completing the  Bible.  Also, we have an unfinished of-
fice building and pray that it  will soon be completed.  I will travel back with building sup-
plies  soon.  Last month the Jesus film was dubbed into Delo, my mother  tongue.  The 
Delo will soon hear Jesus speaking their language via  this film, which is a powerful evan-
gelistic tool.  We anticipate more  church growth when this film begins to show.   A lot of 
work remains  to be done before showing can begin.  Pray for those working on the  film 
that the lord will grant them wisdom and strength to put the  pieces together.

         Let us rejoice with the Ahanta people in the western part of Ghana.   They now 
have the NT in their heart language.  The celebration will take place on 26 September.  
We look forward to this day with great excitement.  This will the 5th New Testament dedi-
cation in Ghana this year.  Our God is indeed great.

         Our financial support has not been 100%, but God has met our needs.   We are 
grateful for friends like you who responded to our cries and  came to our aid.  Our God is 
God in all circumstances. Pray for us in our travels, the roads are very bad.

         On behalf of the entire family, I would like to express our heartfelt  appreciation to 
you for the love, care and concern you have for us. I  have always said that we here are 
your hands and legs on the field  accomplishing the task that the Lord has given to us all.  
May our  fellowship continue to blossom and bring glory to our Lord and Maker.
