The following was received from Scott Castleman, Mi nister of Handsboro and New Live
Community (Formally Orange Grove Presbyterian) in Gulfport, Mississippi. Meadows con-
tinues to support the ministries in these churches. In October 2006, we sent $5000 to help
in the rebuilding of the manse which was damaged in Hurricane Katrina. In addition, 10
men and women traveled to Gulfport to assist in re- building efforts in that community

which included work on the manse. The $2800 rais  ed during the Fall Festival 2006 has
been sent to Scott Castleman so each of the churche s can use the funds to its benefit.

We will continue to support the ministries of these two churches throughout 2007 as $2000
from the Christian Outreach budget has been designa  ted to be sent to Gulfport.

The Christian Outreach Committee is grateful for th e support of the congregation for this
important ministry. We would echo the words of Sco tt Castleman as he continues to ask
for prayers for these two congregations.

Scott writes:

Sorry it's taken so long to get back to you. Things have been a bit crazy. First of all things seem
to be going well. We are in the manse and it is wonderful. Actually having space for us and the
kids has been great. All of the teams that helped to get us in there are bragged on whenever
folks come over. That is so great about the money that was raised as well. We are constantly
amazed by people continually thinking about us and supporting the ministries of these churches
by prayer, concern, and gifts like yours.

The best way to distribute the money raised would be by writing two checks. However, Or-

ange Grove has since changed its name to New Life Community Church. This was in an effort to
"start over" in the wake of hurricane Katrina. 1 think it was a good decision for that church. Both
churches need prayer. Growth has to happen. Each church needs to reach a critical mass to
survive and thrive in their respective communities. Right now both churches are in the process of
finding out why it is that they exist. In answering those questions a sense of vision and mission
will grow and we will see God do a new thing.
