10. Allocated travel expenses for some of the Adult and Family Minister candidates to bring 
them into Charlottesville for interviews.

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The Importance of Christian Education 
 
The Presbyterian Church was formed largely on the Christian theology and teachings of John Calvin.  Many of these 
teachings are found in Calvin’s Institutes of the Christian Religion.  The Institutes of the Christian Religion is comprised of 
four (4) books.  In the first section of the first chapter of the first book, Calvin addresses the importance of Christian Edu-
cation.  The first two institutes of the entire work are as follows: 
 

1.   Without knowledge of self there is no knowledge of God. 
2.   Without knowledge of God there is no knowledge of self. 

 
As we begin another Sunday School year, the Christian Education Committee is committed to providing learning opportu-
nities that we hope will help members and visitors expand their knowledge of both God and themselves in relation to God 
through the saving grace of Jesus Christ.  Because of the importance of Scripture and its centrality to what we profess to 
be true, there will always be at least one class at any given time which will be scripturally based.  This Fall we will be of-
fering four courses briefly described below.  Two of the classes will run for twelve weeks between September and Decem-
ber.  The other two classes will be six (6) weeks in length running sequentially. 
 
The Fall offerings include the following: 
 
“More Than We Ask or Imagine – A Study of Ephesians”  -  This will be an in-depth study of Paul’s letter to Ephesus.  
In this study we will look more deeply into the scriptures lessons on which Tom will be basing his sermons throughout the 
Fall.  The study will not be specifically synchronized with the passages that Tom will read each Sunday, but is intended to 
complement the spoken word.  The course will follow a discussion-type format in which we will help each other gain fresh 
insights into this wonderful letter to the early Church in Ephesus.  This twelve week discussion will be led by Wendell Bon-
ham. 
 
“Young Adult Class” (for lack of a better name) - This class will be an offering for the growing number of young adults in 
our congregation.  Part of the intent of this class is to provide a place for the younger members of our congregation to 
come together and get to know each other through a study of the scriptures.  This class will be led by Mary Spencer who 
recently moved to Charlottesville and is a member of the Rivermont Presbyterian Church in Lynchburg.  This is the same 
church attended by the Goodrich Family prior to Tom’s entering Princeton Seminary, and the church where Mike Weiglein 
spent his formative years.  Mary will be leading the young adults through a scriptural study that will look at who God is 
and how we relate to him.  This will be done by drawing parallels to the lives of significant characters throughout the Bible.  
This study will also run for twelve weeks. 
 
“Healing Prayer – A Look at Healing in a Christian Context” – This will be a six (6) week course which will look at 
healing in light of our faith as Christians.  While in these modern times, the thought of Christian healing may at first sound 
arcane, yet, the scriptural basis for Christian healing is undeniable.  The class will look into the scriptural aspects of heal-
ing as well as the various modern day contexts for healing and the many ailments to which healing prayer might be ap-
plied.  The class will look at the role of faith in healing and how prayer can be applied in a healing ministry.  The class will 
be taught by David Bagby who is a nurse at UVA Medical Center and a co-worker of Bobbye Cohen.  David is a member 
of Church of the Cross, a mission outreach church of the Episcopal Church in northern Albemarle County. 
 
We hope and pray that you will take the opportunity to join us for one of these classes and throughout the year as we 
seek to help each other learn more about the many aspects of our faith as Christians.
