and formats of our four circles written by the circle liaisons.  Lydia, Faith, and Hope circles are using 
Joshua:  A Journey of Faith as their Bible study.  The author suggests that reading the book of Joshua be-

fore the first meeting would be helpful.

JOY CIRCLE, by Frances Brittingham

In the 1980's this circle was started as a nurture group to  give women an opportunity to meet and share 
good and bad life experiences they might be going through at that time.

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Dr. Pickell to Lead 
Christian Britain Tour

        A tour of Christian Britain that will include visits to places associated with the growth of 
Christianity in Britain will take place May 15-28, 2010, with Charles and Sally Pickell as hosts.  Be-
ginning in London and ending in Edinburgh, the tour will include travel through the beautiful Eng-
lish countryside of the Cotswolds, Midlands and Northumbria en route to Scotland.

            In England the group will visit sites associated with John and Charles Wesley the founders 
of Methodism, see the famous Metropolitan Tabernacle where Charles Spurgeon led great revivals 
in the 19th century, and visit some of the notable churches and cathedrals of the Church of England.  
In London they will also visit Westminster Abbey, the Houses of Parliament, St. Paul’s Cathedral 
and the Tower of London.  As they travel west and north the group will stop at Stonehenge, the 
Roman baths in Bath, the church where Robert Raikes started the Sunday School movement in 
1780, Warwick Castle, Coventry, York, Durham, and Hadrian’s Wall before entering Scotland.

            In Scotland they will visit Iona, where St. Columba introduced Christianity to Scotland in 
563; Stirling of Braveheart fame, St. Andrews where four men were martyred for holding Reformed 
ideas, and Edinburgh where John Knox led the Scottish Reformation from his pulpit in the High 
Kirk of St. Giles.  All have significant association with our Presbyterian heritage.

            On the first Sunday the group will worship at Crown Court Church of Scotland, which was 
formed to minister to Scots who migrated to London following the union of the Kingdoms of Scot-
land and England in 1707.  The congregation will host a light lunch for them following the morning 
worship service.  The second Sunday the group will worship at the Abbey on Iona.  In St. Andrews 
the Hope Park Parish Church of Scotland will host a ceilidh (pronounced “kay-lee” which is Gaelic 
for party) for the group.

            Pilgrim Tours, a company that specializes in tours for Church groups, is making the arrange-
ments and bookings.  The group will stay in three star (first class) hotels and travel in a fine luxury 
coach.  Local guides will meet the group at various venues.

            The cost of the tour which includes round trip air fare, taxes, hotel, breakfast and dinner 
daily and admission to the various attractions is $ 3,936.00 per person based on a minimum of 30 
participants.  There is an additional charge of $ 855.00 for those wanting a single room.
